Enhancing your horse with Music
Ruth Hogan-Poulsen and fiPeppero (Dream Lady) earned Freestyle successes throughout the year, resulting in wins of
both the 2005 Annual Musical Freestyle Award at First Level and the 2005 Annual Musical Freestyle Challenge Award
at First Level from the United States Dressage Federation. The pair ended the New England show season with a
decisive victory in the musical freestyle competition, earning the Region 8 First Level Freestyle Championship. With a
winning combined score of 78% from the three judges, the pair earned an 85.6% individual score from Olympic judge
Linda Zang (O), and a perfect 1100 for the artistic rating on choice and interpretation of music.

With Lendon Gray as the 2008 guest speaker for
the 2007 awards banquet this program further emphasizes CRDAds commitment and dedication to the junior
members and their families of CRDA. This is a contest format and FREE to the entrants. The goal of this
program is not to spot light the child stars but rather to bring out the shining star in junior members.

5856. Trainers will be compensated by CRDA for their participation.

All expenses including shipping will be provided to the lucky winners. Food and beverage plus transport for the rider
are not included. To enter for this program a junior rider must submit an essay 250-750 words max; (age of rider will
be taken into consideration) and provide at least 8 volunteer hours to CRDA. Volunteer hours can be earned at any
Apple Knoll Farm event or CRDA event prior to their selected show date. The topic for the essay is Horsemanship;
what it means to me and why 16m deserving of this opportunity.  Winners will be chosen by a panel of CRDA
judges. One winner per available trainer will be selected.

CRDA is looking to reward the junior rider that comes to the barn and says to anyone listening iThank you! 16m happy
to be here.0 These are the children that genuinely love the horse! They see beyond the fuzzy coat (especially now in
winter), they dondt notice their mount takes slower more deliberate steps, and when they look into the eyes of that
equine they see the special gift EVERY horse and pony has to offer them. These are the children that work hard at
home and at school, who muck stalls, water and feed, turnout and bring in, sweep, clean tack, etc, etc, in order to get
that lesson that week and they smile at you and are happy to do it. They see a beautiful mount in your horse when you
have had a frustrating ride. These are the children that may be lucky enough to have their own horse or pony or are
leasing but they know it is still a sacrifice for their families to give them the gift of horsemanship and they appreciate
the love and commitment that goes into this sport.
