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   CRDA Pilates Week at Cutler Farm Dressage

To kick off the beginning of show season, Cutler Farm Dressage offered CRDA members 

a week-long opportunity from April 27th through May 2nd to try Pilates at its fully 
equipped studio in Medfield and to put Pilates principles to work in their riding lessons.  
A total of 13 members took advantage of the substantial discounts in Pilates lessons 

given by Lisa Carusone, a nationally certified, advanced level Pilates instructor, as well 
as the complementary, Pilates-focused riding instruction given by USDF Silver Medalist 

and ñrò judge Bill McMullin, who is himself an avid Pilates practitioner.  

By all accounts, the participants enjoyed the core-centered work immensely and 
immediately felt the benefits in their riding.  Sue Aquino, who visited Cutler twice during 

CRDA week, noted that her lessons focused on improving her position, as well as her 
horseôs self-carriage and engagement.  ñFirst, Bill pointed out several issues with my 

position including my collapsing at the right rib cage when asked to put more weight into 
my right seat bone.  He also helped me achieve a longer leg by spreading more weight 
across my toes and reminded me of the importance of looking more forward.  The two 

hours I spent with Bill produced a big payoff in terms of greater body awareness and 
amazing, increased lightness and suppleness with my horse.  Flip and I will definitely be 

back for more.ôô 

Bill studied the Pilates method extensively with Betsy Steiner and regularly incorporates 
Pilates techniques and language in his teaching.  ñEvery time we are in the saddle, we 

are training our horse.  I am always working towards getting my riders to understand 
and feel the importance of good position and body control to better influence their horse.  

The core control learned through Pilates is tremendously helpful in getting riders to feel 
that they can be more effective in the saddle.  I really enjoy seeing riders learn in a 
short time that they can achieve a better connection with their horse through this 

understanding.ò He proudly noted that two of the CRDA Pilates Week participants, Sheri 
Robinson and Laura OôDonnell, won their classes at NEDA Spring and King Oak Horse 

Trials, respectively. 

Lisa Carusone, who regularly conducts private, group, and mat classes at Cutler Farm 

Dressage stated, ñEvery rider in New England is ready to get back to work at even the 
first hint of spring.  What I enjoyed most about teaching Pilates to CRDA members 
during their special week at Cutler Farm Dressage was that they were using the start of 

the season to work on personal fitness.  Equine and rider fitness go hoof-in-hand.  For 
many horse/rider pairs, better rider fitness often translates into better scores, and it is
