Weekend Program!  This new program offered by CRDA provides a show barn experience 
with a local trainer to junior riders age 18 and under.  Candidates were asked to submit 

essays on horsemanship and to explain why they were deserving of this opportunity.  The 
winning essays by Lana, age 12, and Adrienne, age 16, will be reprinted in the 

September issue of the Horsemanôs Yankee Pedlar.  
 
This is the first time CRDA has offered this program.  The idea was inspired by the 2007 

year -end clinician, Olympian and World Champion Lendon Gray.  Lendon is well - known as 
a major driver in developing programs for young dressage riders in the U.S.  CRDAôs own

The junior rider will then compete in the 
CRDA show with coaching from the trainer.  CRDA covers the cost of horse

if needed.  In addition to subm itting an essay, the winners must also complete eight 
hours of volunteer time.
